TOURNAMENT PROCEDURES

[The top 12 is a double round robin with the final rankings determining the teams BOP seeding for the NISS Junior champs in Tauranga, Nov 28-Dec 2.]

At the conclusion of this round robin the top team from the second 6 and the bottom team from the top 6 will play a promotion / relegation game, this game will be scheduled for 9am Saturday Nov 19. There will also be a promotion / relegation game between the second 6 and the development grade.
Games

-All matches will be best of 3 sets.

-The toss will take place 8 minutes prior to the scheduled start time.  If the court is behind, then the toss will take place 3 minutes after the end of previous match.

-Net times will be 3 minutes per team.  

-Defaults – 6 players must be present at the start time otherwise an incomplete team will incur a default. 
-Teams receive 2 points for a win, 1 for a loss and 0 for a default.  Ties of wins/losses for places within pools are separated by: 


1) set ratio overall 

2) point ratio overall
3) point ratio between teams 

4) set ratio between teams
5) toss of coin

-All games will be played to VNZ Junior rules. 

-12 Substitutions are allowed, no Libero player.

Team Uniforms

Must be worn with correctly numbered shirts – front and back.  Team shirts and shorts must be matching.  The Captain must be clearly identified with a line under their front number.  

Match Balls

The Molten 5000 is the official ball, teams to provide own balls.

Refereeing and Duties

Each team is required to provide a first (regional A qualified), and second referee, two active lines people, and two scorers.  Scoresheets must be filled out correctly. Teams are expected to supply their own whistles for BOTH first and second referee.

Protests

Should any team wish to make an official protest, their team captain must indicate this protest to the first referee.  The game is then frozen, and the Disputes Committee will be assembled immediately to settle the complaint.  Disputes committee consists of 3 unaffected coaches who hold an appropriate refereeing qualification.
(Cost: $50 – refundable if upheld).

Behaviour

Players who demonstrate poor sportsmanship, bad language etc, will be subject to the International Sanction Penalties.  Any other matter that arises will be dealt with by the Disputes Committee.

First Aid  

Teams are requested to be equipped with essential First Aid requirements. 

IMPORTANT NOTE FOR ALL TEAMS

As a condition of hire we are required to leave the each stadium as we found it.  All teams are responsible for maintaining the tidiness of the stadiums.  Teams have been allocated final clean up duties, but other teams may be asked from time to time during the tournament to assist with keeping the stadium tidy.  Coaches and captains please ensure that your team ASSISTS with these additional duties, esp. after each game you play. Schools will be invoiced if Volleyball BOP are charged for clean up!
