Player 6 must be closer to the
base line than player 3.

Player 5 must be closer to the
base line than player 4.

Player 2 must be right of player 3.
Player 4 must be left of player 3.
Player 1 must be right of player 6.

Player 5 must be left of player 6.

Rotational Rules for Junior High School
Here is the players court positions, players 2, 3 and 4 are front court, players 1, 5 and 6 are back court, there are different rules that apply to each.
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Front court rule:
· A front court player may attack* the ball above the net from anywhere on the court.

Back court rule:

· A back court player may only attack* the ball above the height of the net if they jump from behind the 3 metre line.

*the word “attack” refers to any type of contact where the ball that is played over the net.

Front court rule:

· A front court player can reach into the opponent’s space, over the net to block* the ball, as long as the blocker doesn’t interfere with the ball until it is attacked.

Back court rule:

· A back court player cannot complete or take part in a completed block*.

*Blocking is any action close to the net where the player attempts to intercept the ball above the height of the net.
