First Referee
· Three hits per team.  A block is not counted as a hit.   

· The first contact cannot  be “caught and thrown” but is allowed to be a “double hit” so long as the two hits are made in the same motion.

· The 2nd and 3rd contacts must be “clean” hits..  i.e. cannot be carried or double hit.  (Depending on the level of competition)

· Players may not spike or block the serve

· Backcourt players may not attack ball above net in front of 3m line
Second Referee

· 2nd Referee should watch the net, and not the ball

· 2nd Referee is charge of the score and bench area.  Keep it tidy and the score visible to crowd at all times

· Stand on the 3m and sideline when a substitution is made, and do not let them swap happen until the score bench indicates they have recorded it.     

·  Players may not touch the net whilst playing ball or completely cross under the centre line.  A shirt counts as a net touch, hair does not

· Check the rotations of the teams, make sure setters do not leave early.

· You may signal anything else you see, but do not blow whistle

Scorers

· Maximum of 12 substitutions per set.

· Each swap may happen 3 times

· A third player may ‘triangle’ sub on into a position that 2 other players have previously subbed in, providing the player making the ‘triangle sub’ has not played in anther position during that match.

· Every rally scores a point.   Sets are up to 25.  Teams must win by 2 points.

· Two time outs, per team, per set.

Linespeople

· If any part of the ball lands on the line it is in

· Only signal for the line you are in charge of, unless the person in charge of that line is unsighted

· Watch for touches of the block, this is one of the main roles of linespeople

· Stand up, no eating, no cellphones and no ipods.  Ideally all wear tracksuit.
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
